Crazy About Coconut Oil  

In December 2005 there was an article in Whole 

Dog Journal on Coconut Oil and its benefits.  Whole 

Dog Journal is a monthly publication guide to  
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natural dog care and training.  Not all Virgin Coconut 

Oilõs are equal so if you decide to use it, shop around 

on the internet.  According to its advocates, when 
taken internally, coconut oil:  

Reduces the risk of cancer and other degenerative 

conditions, helps fight heart disease, improves diges-

tion and nutrient absorption, relieves arthritis, helps 

balance the bodyõs metabolism and hormones.  There 

are two types of coconut oil ñrefined and unrefined 

or òvirginó.  You want the virgin which is made from 
fresh coconuts.  I have a copy of the article so if any-

one wants a copy, please send me an email to 

adoptgreyhounds@sbcglobal.net and I will send you 

a copy.  My three dogs get a tablespoon once a day.  I 

checked with some GreyTalk members to see if they 
were using it.  The ones that replied to me said it has 

made a difference in their dogõs coat.  Because the 

virgin coconut oil is solid in the jar I was not sure if I 

should melt it first or give it right out of the jar.  I was 
told just give it in its solid form.  My dogs seem to love it but it 
is too soon to see any results on their coat.

the products are pure shark cartilage, 100% vitamin 

C, 100% MSM, 100% glucosamine HCL with no fill-
ers and all natural and Medizym -Fido (a systemic 

enzyme formula).

They sell an Ultimate Omega 3/antioxidant power for 

optimal canine health (over 2100 mg. Omega 3 per 

tablespoon).  Members of GreyTalk swear it is the 

best thing they have found to grow hair on their grey-
hound butts.  Since Brandi is nearing baldness I just 

placed an order with them.  They also call it Hair of 

the Dog.  In the Fall newsletter I will let you know if 

Brandi has had some positive results.

They 
sell  Wholistic Pet Run Free Organic Joint Care 

product.  This recommendation came from some 

members of  GreyTalk who have been using it for 

years and within a few months of giving it to their 

grey they saw results in the mobility of their grey.  I 
ordered a 3 lb. pail but when you place your second 

order you can just get the bag instead of the pail 

and save $..  My order just arrived today, March 

16th.  

Beet Pulp  

Beet pulp is the material that remains after sugar is 

extracted from sugar beets.  It is not red beets, it is 

not a sugar source.  It is an important source of fi-
ber that helps your dog maintain intestinal health 

and enhances his ability to absorb ingredients.  

There are two types of fiber:  non -ermentable and 

fermentable.  No -fermentable fiber remains undi-

gested as it passes through a dogs intestines, pro-

viding bulk to move wastes out.  Cellulose is an ex-
ample of a non -fermentable fiber.  In contrast, fer-

mentable fiber is broken down in the intestines into 

short -chain fatty acids that provide energy for cells 

that line the intestine.  Moderately fermentable fiber 

does both.  It provides bulk to move waste and en-
ergy for cells lining the intestine.  Beet pulp is a 

moderately fermentable fiber.  If you use IAMS prod-

ucts you might notice that your dogs poos are firm 

as they add beet pulp to their ingredients.  In check-

ing the grades of foods, IAMS is not on the list of 

great foods.  Beet pulp contains no toxins and is not 
harmful.  It is a very safe fiber source.  Beet pulp 

does not affect coat color.  Beet pulp does not con-

tain sugar.  There is no evidence that beet pulp 

causes bloat.  It is believed that bloat is not related 

to diet or ingredients, such as beet pulp.  However, 
the cause of bloat remains unknown.  Greys are not 

prone to bloat such as other big dogs.  You must 

rehydrate the pulp before adding to the food.  Put 

about a cup of water in a cup and stick it in the mi-

crowave and heat it up then add the beet pulp, let 

sit for a couple of minutes to cool then add to the 
dog food.  

Gay and I have purchased the beet pulp in bulk by 

the 50 lb. bags.  You only need to add one table-

spoon to each meal that you give your dog.  We are 

going to be bagging it in one gallon sealable plastic 

bags.  We would be happy to exchange a bag with 
you for a donation to NGU.  Please contact Sharon
